Objectifs et vie scientifique du LIA

Ce LIA se veut étre une contribution a I’analyse des modes de fabrication des connaissances
scientifiques via les sciences de terrain et leur déploiement dans le temps dans un contexte
global d’accélération et de circulation des savoirs. Il privilégie le croisement de regards entre
chercheurs permettant de mettre en évidence des analogies et des différences au niveau des
conditions de production de ces savoirs et d’exploration de leurs relations avec les paradigmes
et méthodes développés dans les contextes chinois et frangais. Prenant le cas de la recherche
en sociologie au cours des trente derniéres années et reposant sur une comparaison des
pratiques de recherche en France et en Chine, ce programme scientifique, complétement
novateur, vise a décrire des dynamiques d’échange, de confrontation et d’hybridation de
savoirs qui se développent au-dela des modéles hégémoniques occidentaux, viennent les
bousculer et les interroger. En effet naissent des espaces propres et des espaces partagés qui
produisent de la connaissance transnationale et des sociologies « post-occidentales » 5 ces
sociologies se construisent apres les Post-colonial studies du fait d’agencements entre des
pensées occidentales et orientales et de I’effacement progressif des hiérarchies entre elles qui
font naitre de nouveaux centres de production de la connaissance. Fondamentalement 1’enjeu
scientifique ici est celui de la question de la mobilisation de savoirs non-occidentaux pour
avancer dans le processus de production de savoirs nouveaux sur les sociétés locales et la
société globale. Il s’agit d’un programme conjoint entre des partenaires francais et chinois
pour réaliser pour la premiére fois un état des lieux des sciences de terrain a partir de
I’analyse de la production des savoirs sociologiques méthodologiques et théoriques en Chine
et en France.

Axes de recherche du LIA

Dans le champ des comparaisons internationales sur les sciences de terrain, aucune recherche
n’a été réalisée sur les savoirs et les pratiques de recherche des sociologues chinois et
francais. Si la pratique de la comparaison n’est pas nouvelle, la question de la fabrication des
savoirs sociologiques et des variations culturelles des pratiques de recherche entre la Chine et
un pays européen 1’est totalement. Réaliser cette approche comparée de la production des
savoirs et des pratiques de recherche impose une réflexion tout a la fois épistémologique,
méthodologique et éthique. La recherche empirique reste un moment privilégié dans la
production des savoirs sociologiques et nous nous focaliserons ici sur les sciences de terrain
en Chine et en France, c’est-a-dire sur les pratiques de recherche et les modes de production
des savoirs sociologiques. Les sciences de terrain s’organisent autour de différents moments
décisifs dans la démarche de recherche du sociologue et nous avons défini les axes de
recherche autour desquels peuvent dialoguer sociologues chinois et sociologues frangais :

Le LIA est structuré autour de 5 axes de recherche :

Axe 1 : Traditions, controverses et trajectoires des sociologies en France et en Chine
Axe 2 : Les enjeux de la désignation et de la catégorisation

Axe3 : Récits collectifs et individuation

Axe4 : Contextes, situations et regards croisés sur les pratiques sociologiques

Axe 5 : Production des savoirs savants et savoir profanes

Ces différents axes sont mis en ceuvre dans le cadre de trois programmes de recherche:




Villes, risques et inégalités
Travail, migration et vie économique
Incertitudes, conflits sociaux et action collective

Modalités de fonctionnement

Chaque année sont organisés :

- des colloques sur des problématiques communes

- des workshops sur les différents axes ci-dessus

- des « ateliers de terrain » ou chercheurs frangais et chercheurs chinois travaillent ensemble,
croisent leurs regards et produisent des analyses sociologiques.

Toutes les activités scientifiques donneront lieu a des publications dans des revues
internationales académiques et a des ouvrages chez Brill Publishers, Routledge, aux Social
Sciences Academic Press of China, aux Presses Universitaires de Pékin, de Nankin, et de
Shanghai.
